Following January '6, 1950, Rajendra Prasad was 'elected 
as the fir.;t president of India. This date is one of the most 
important days i Indian history as it was on this day the 
constitution of India cam~ into force and India became a trUly 
ov reign state. On this day Incl"a becam~ a totally repu~)lican 

nit, The countryfiflally realizedlhe dream of r..'1;:Ihatma Gandhi 
and the numerous freedom fighters who, fought for and 
sacrificed t eir liv s for the Independence of their country. So, 
lh 261 of January was d'ecreed a nationi~1 holiday and has 
been recoqnl ed and cele raled as the Republic Day of India, 
ever since.

It 
endeavours to secure justic€, liberty, ~qLJ;:Jlity and fraternity 
anel assures the dignity of the indiv'dual by confer ing 
fundamental rights UI)On tl1e (;itizen_ With One stroke, il 
abolis led alii dlstinctio 15 of statl!S, rallk, creed, colour and 
sex. I outlaw d untouchability, a abon inable social practice 
that had created discril ination and tensions in society.

Different infantry, cav;:Jlry and mechanized 
retjirnen s of the Indian Army, the Indian Navy and the Indian 
Air oree marcll 'n formation, dE::l(;ked in all -their finery and 
o cial deco atiorH,_ The President of India, who is also Ul 
Comr'Ti<i lder in Chief of he Indian Armed Fa cas. takes Hl 
salute, he Chief Guest of the parade is a Head of Stat of 
anoUlar .ation. The parade also includ s many tradit'onal 

dance tmupes, to symbolize the cultllml hfmitage of In{Jiijl etc, 
etr., We hay seen all this on TV and some of us may Ilave 
seen,jt live. 

Bul many of you rflay like to know as to how the Constitution 
wa~~ drafted wh~t 't oonwins, who were till':! key people, how 
big it is and c-Brtain other basic Ilisto(cal tacts. I will now 
briefly stlare ltli~ information with you. 

First of all, What is the Constitution and whatdoos itcontain? 

Constitution of India is the supremfl IIl'lW of Inc!i<l. It Ilays down 
th framework defining fundamental political principles, 
establishes tria struclurE::l, procedures, powers and duties, of 
the governrne nt and s[>ells out the fyndamonta I rights, 
directive principles and duties of citizens. It is the longest 
written conslitution of <:lny sovE::lreign country in lhe world. 

Second, Whic 11 body drafted the Constituti 0 Il and wllo were, 
tho peoplo involved? 

he ollstitution was drafted by the Constitllent Assembly. 
Wllich was elected by Ule elected members of the provi I(;iol 
<ls~emblies. Jawaharlal Nehru, C. Rajagopalachari, R.aJendra 
Prasad. Sardm Vallilbhbhili Pat I, r Ambedkar, MaulanaAbul 
Kalam Azad, Shyama Prasad Mukherjee and Nadine Ranjan 
Gho~h were some irn[>oriant figures in the Assembly_ he 
first prAsident of the Constituent Assembly was Sach-danand 
Sinha later, Rajenclra Prasad was elected president of the 
Constituent Assembly_ The rnernbers of the ConstltU€rlt 
Assembly met for tht:'l first tim('l in 1946 on H Dl'lcember. 

In the 14 Augu~t 1947 meeling ofthe Assembly, a proposal for 
forming various Gornmiltee~ W!:I5 presehred_ - On 29 August 
1fJ4 7, the Drafting Comm iUe,e, was l'lppO irlted, with 
Dr.Ambedk.ar a!'l the Chairman along with six other members. 
A Draft ConsWution was prepared by the wrnmitteeand 
suoiTlitted to the Assembly on 4 November 1fl47_ 

Where there any influences in drafting the Constitution? 

The architects of India's cOJlslitution were tleavily influenoed 
by the Brili~h model of pa,rliamenhuy democrscy In a{jdition. 
a number of prim;lples were ~dopted from the onstitlltion of 
the Unit d States of Am eriea. 

How long did it ta ke for the fin al draft? 

The Assembly met in sessions open lo tI e lJublle, fu 166 
days, S Jread over a perimj of 2 yems, 1'1 months :md 18 days 
before adopting the Constitution, The Assembly signed two 
hand-wrmen copies of (he document (one each in Hindi and 
English) on 2:4 Janu ry 1950. wo days latlir, the Constitution 
of India became, the law of all lhe Inelian lands. 

Can amendments be made to the Constitution and by 
whom? 

Amendments to the eonstitulion are lTll'ld€ by th arliaml1lnt, 
the procedure for whir:h is laid Ollt in Articl 368, A The 
Constitution has undergone 94 anletlclrrJenl~ in the 60 years 
since Its enactmenLThe Supreme Court has rul~d th::lt an 
am(') ndm nt m lJ st re Sf) ct the "basic stru ctme" of the 
constitution,

located on a prime site on Azad Maidan in South Mumbai and offering the finest sporting facilities to its members, 
the Bombay Gymkhana has t""lad as fascinating a history as that of the city of its birth. In 1872, a decision was taken 
to amalgamate the activities of several sporting clubs such as the hockey, football, golf, cricket. gun and boat clubs 
into one association and "to offer young sportsmen of small means the opportunity of indulging their proclivifes at a 
minimum oost to themselves 2lnd 2lt a maximun production of enjoyment to the general pUblic~, 

The historic meeting of members of the various clubs to was Flel on 19 June, 1875. he first President of the club was 
Justice Sir Lyttleton Bayley of the Bombay High Court, who served in this capacity for Ulefollow'ng 20 years until his 
retirement in 1894. Social status and an interest in sports were important criteria for membership and 200 gentlemen 
were enrolled as the first members of the new Club. 

A Swiss chalet style Cll!b house and pavilion were designed by Jot,n Adams and completed in 1876 at tile southern 
end of the Maidan The openilng was oelebrated in style with a Members' Dinner. Ironically, of the total cost of 
Rs.. 18.625 for the oonstruction of ttH~ building, which was primarily raised by subscriptions and donations from 
Members, tt1e Parsi phil ntt""lropist, Sir Cowasji Jehangir voluntarily contribu ed RS.1 ,000 for furnishings although he 
could neve enter the c1ubholJSe, since membership was then only open to uropeans, 

By th9 turn of the century, the Club had become one of the most popular mere tional and sporting centres in the city. 
Among the amenities offered to members within the pavilion was a refreshment room and bar and dressing rooms, 
while the rest of the ground was occupied by a bowling green, tennis courts and a garden, with an excellent cricket 
pitch la'd out on tt-e Ma'dan, Football and boating clubs were also affiliat d to tt""le club. whi e golf. horse-riding and 
polo were popular games with the members play9d or tt)e vast M id n. Since its inception and under its 811spic.es, 
rugby., football. tennis and racquet tournaments, athletic and sporting meetings wef@ held annually, 

It is pertinent to note that the ymkhana is listed as. one of the Heritage Buildings in Mumbai. The Gymkhana's 
memhership has over the years ,grown to 6000. 
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
